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Bible  students  and  Bible  teachers  will  be  more  
valuable  if  they  can  explain  all  7  Feasts  of  the  LORD.

Feast  1  An  Angel  PASSED  OVER  some  homes,  while  delivering  death  to  
others.

Feast  2  Over  2  million  people  ate  unleavened  bread  after  they  left  Egypt.

Feast  3  This  teaches  that  Yeshua  will  rise  from  the  dead  3  days  after  death.

Feast  4  Holy  Spirit  became  strong  50  days  after  Yeshua  rose  from  the  dead.

Feast  5  Be  with  Yeshua-Jesus  when  HE  RETURNS  WITH  TRUMPETS  BLOWING.

Feast  6  Yom  Kippur  will  include  a  judgment  9  days  after  Yeshua  returns.

Feast  7  Saved-people  will  enjoy  Yeshua  on  Earth  for  the  first  1,000  years.
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FEAST  1  was  the  Feast  of  Passover.

Old  Testament  PASOVER  scriptures  are:  Exodus  12:1-14;

  Leviticus  23:5;  Numbers  28:16;  and  Deuteronomy  16:1.

2  New  Testament  Passover  Scripture  are:  Luke  22:1 and Hebrews  11:8.  
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Feast  of  Passover  Yeshua  died  on  a  Cross  on  the  day  of  a  full  moon.

Feast  of  Unleavened  Bread  Israeli’s  only  food  when  they  left  Egypt.

Feast  of  First  Fruits  Yeshua  was  alive  on  Earth  3  days  after  His  death.

Feast  of  Weeks  The  Holy  Spirit’s  power  increased  to  serve  us  on  Earth.

Feast  of  Trumpets  Be  with  Yeshua  when  He and  Angels  come  to  Earth.

Feast  of  Atonement  Yeshua  will  make  judgements  when  He  returns.  

Feast  of  Tabernacles  We  will  live  on  Earth  with  Yeshua  1,000  years.
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In  the  Bible,  each  day  begins  and  ends  at  sundown.

Yeshua  was  killed  1  hour  before  sundown.

That  hour  became  “day  one”  in  His  total  3  days  to  be  dead.

It  helps  your  Bible   Studies  if  you  own  a  Hebrew  calendar.

Each  year,  find  the  “7  Feasts  of  the  LORD”  on  your  calendar.
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The BIBLE  is  correct.   But,  some  CHURCHES  and  nearly  all  

PUBLIC  SCHOOLS  teach  things  that  are  not  correct.

Heaven  and  Earth  were  old  the  week  GOD  created  them.

Engineers  and  Bible  Scholars  should  define  “initial  conditions.”

And,  the  Father  really  did  rest  on  Day  7.
Adam  was  not  a  little  baby.  There  were  no  babies  the  week  of  creation.
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
